Before you visit

Select a variety of artworks that challenge the students.

Encourage them to brainstorm words and ideas that the
artworks evoke, then discuss their reactions and
responses. Talk about the process of creating art. Look at
the ‘how?’, ‘why?’ and ‘where?’ Collect reproductions of
artworks and arrange them thematically to explore the
different ways artists create art. Which are the most
effective and why? Discuss why the students will be
visiting the Art Gallery to look at original artworks. Create
a list of art words to encourage the use of arts language.
Develop an imaginative and creative narrative about an
artwork. Devise a dance, musical or theatrical piece as a
response to an artwork. Present this performance in such

a way as to encourage an Art Gallery visit.
